(Note:  Non-local applicants may be required to achieve a minimum of Grade C in English in the GCE O-Level or
GCSE Examination or an equivalent public examination; or a TOEFL score of 213 in the computer-based test,
or 550 in the paper-based test, or 79 in the internet-based test; or an IELTS overall band score of 5.5.)
